Course Objectives:  

In Spanish III, students continue to develop their communicative competence by interacting orally and in writing with other Spanish speakers, understanding oral and written messages in Spanish, and making oral and written presentations in Spanish. They communicate on a variety of topics at a level commensurate with their study, using more complex structures in Spanish and moving from concrete to more abstract concepts. They comprehend the main ideas of the authentic materials that they listen to and read and are able to identify significant details when the topics are familiar. Students develop the ability to discuss in Spanish topics related to historical and contemporary events and issues.

Students are expected to:
· Participate actively.  It is a very important part of each student’s success in the course and is therefore strongly encouraged. It is important that students remind themselves of the fact that mistakes in pronunciation are a natural process of learning a new language and should not be a reason for lack of participation. Take chances and ask questions! 
· Come to class prepared with the necessary supplies, textbook, workbook (as needed) and completed homework. 
· Have a Spanish-English dictionary for home use. 
· (If possible) have a “501 Verb Book” at home for reference.  This is NOT required but suggested.
· Be in class every day. Students are reminded that exemptions at the end of the semester are based on grades as well as attendance. Please check my web site for daily assignments. If the student is absent on a test/quiz day, he/she should be prepared to make up the test/quiz on the day he/she returns to class (before or after school only). Extended illnesses or absences will be addressed on an individual basis. 
· Make time for daily independent study- Students should be spending at least ½ hour per night on Spanish homework. If no written work was assigned, it is understood that daily notes and the new vocabulary should be reviewed.

· Vocabulary: Students should review their vocabulary daily. They will be expected to know the spelling.  A good way to learn the vocabulary is to make flash cards. 

· Turn work in on time.   No late work is accepted unless student is absent.
· Make up tests in a timely manner. Making up tests and make-up work due to absences is the student’s responsibility.  This must be done before or after school.

· The use of any translator for written assignments is not permitted and will result in a possible zero for the assignment.  Completing written assignments using a translator does nothing to help the student learn and is considered a form of cheating. Instead, students should use the dictionary, the text and ask for help as needed.
